How it works


Pond aeration is a wonderful thing to add to any pond. You can boost the effectiveness of other pond algae control methods by increasing the oxygen in the water and speeding decomposition. 





Visual Appeal


Fountain aeration systems add a nice water feature to a pond. Underwater aeration systems do not affect the look of the pond. With time, you'll find that a pond will become cleaner with the use of aeration.





Effect on Pond Life


If you have fish, aeration is a very important addition to your pond to consider. One of the more important factors to a fish population is adequate oxygen in the water. The lack of oxygen is also one of the greatest killers of fish and this problem can often be avoided with adequate aeration.

How it works


Fossil evidence shows algae have been around in ponds for millions of years. In all those millions of year, algae populations have increased when there was abundant sunlight and nutrients in the water. However, algae populations will naturally decrease on their own as the weather gets colder. So, if it is late in the summer, sometimes a little patience is all you need.

Mechanical Removal with a pond Algae weed rake





How it works


If you are hesitant to add any chemicals to your pond, you can control algae with some old fashioned elbow grease. We offer a variety of different algae weed rakes that are specifically designed to help you remove algae from your pond without getting your hands dirty.





Visual Appeal


Mechanical Removal will restore your pond’s clean appearance without any chemicals. Some algae will remain suspended in the water, so the water will not be completely clear, but remember natural pond water shouldn’t look like pool water.





Effect on Pond Life


As long as you don’t hit any fish with the rake, mechanical algae removal should have no effect on wildlife. If you have a lot of surface plants, it may be hard to remove algae without injuring those plants.











Barley Straw





How it works


Barley straw is one of the oldest methods of natural pond algae control, and it is still popular today, because it works!  Barley, as it decays, releases an element that's is toxic to growing algae. Since Barley straw does not directly kill existing algae, it works best when applied in April before the algae get out of control. Barley straw will typically prevent algae growth for up to 3 months. We recommend applying a second treatment about 3 weeks after the first treatment, to make sure there is no interruption in algae control.





Visual Appeal


Barley bales may tint the water slightly brown.





Effect on Pond Life


Safe for fish, people and pets.











Blue Sapphire or Black pearl dye





How it works


Dyes are a useful treatment for small ponds that get a lot of sun. The dye will tint the water a beautiful sapphire blue or black, reflecting sunlight to prevent overgrowth of algae. 





Visual Appeal


Dyes will change the color of the pond water, but in a way that many people find visually appealing. Choose sapphire blue or black pearl, depending which color you prefer.





Effect on Pond Life


These dyes are safe for use in recreational ponds and will have no negative effect on fish, invertebrates, or other wildlife. As an added benefit, underwater weeds will decrease.








Copper Algaecide





How it works


Copper Algaecide is used to kill the most common forms of algae. Algae is no match for this chemical which will continue fighting off algae, long after it is applied.





Visual Appeal


Copper Algaecide will quickly restore surface water clarity within hours.





Effect on Pond Life


In soft water, trout and other species of fish may be killed at application rates recommended by manufacturer. Do not treat more than half of your pond at once to avoid too much decaying vegetation, which will decrease oxygen levels. Copper algaecide may also have toxic effects on invertebrates and bacteria.
